Frederick E. Bryans, MD (March 11, 2009)

Frederick Edward Bryans died in Vancouver, BC on March
11, 2009 at the age of 85. He was born on March 2, 1924 in
Toronto, Ontario, Canada. Dr. Bryans received his M.D.
from the University of Toronto in 1946. After completing
his Ob/Gyn residency at the University of Toronto he
engaged in graduate studies at Harvard and leading cancer
treatment centers in Europe. In 1954, he accepted a faculty
appointment as an Assistant Professor of Obstetrics and
Gynaecology at the University of British Columbia. Six
years later, at age 36 he became Professor and Chair of
the department until 1978. He set high benchmarks for
the department in the areas of research and education. He
published many scholarly works in endocrinology, cancer,
congenital anomalies, urinary incontinence and other
areas. At age 80 he wrote a book documenting the history
of the OB/Gyn Department at UBC. While Dr. Bryans
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was a generalist, his education and training prepared him
to care for the most challenging and difficult obstetrical
and surgical patients and accordingly, he received referrals
from across the province of British Columbia.  After
mandatory retirement at age 65, he remained active in
university and department affairs until shortly before
his death. He was known for his gentlemanly style and
friendliness. Teaching two generations of physicians
in his discipline he contributed greatly to quality of care
in British Columbia. He received numerous Educator
awards by graduating classes at UBC Medical School. He
received the Queen Elizabeth II Silver Jubilee Medal. Dr.
Bryans served in leadership positions in many professional
organizations and societies, including the Royal College
of Physicians and Surgeons of Canada, the Association
of Professors of Obstetrics and Gynaecology of Canada
(APOG), the Association of Professors of Gynecology and
Obstetrics (APGO), and the Society of Obstetricians and
Gynaecologists of Canada (SOGC). He was a Fellow of
the Royal College of Obstetricians and Gynaecologists.
In 1975, Fred Bryans married Jane, who had three
children from a prior marriage. Jane and Fred were fond
of hiking and snowshoeing in the Rockies. Their hiking
venues included every Canadian province, the northern
territories, many US states, New Zealand and other parts
of the world. The burden of myasthenia gravis was
matched by Fred’s determination and love for life. Dr.
Bryans is survived by his wife, Jane, three grandchildren
and seven great-grandchildren. In his wife’s words, “He
was really the most wonderful companion”. His AGOS
colleagues acknowledge his professional contributions and
collegiality.

M. Yusoff Dawood, MD (Nov. 9, 2008)

M. Yusoff Dawood died on Nov. 9, 2008 at the age of 65.
Dr. Dawood was born on Sept. 13, 1943 in Singapore. He
completed his undergraduate schooling in Singapore before
receiving a Singapore Government Scholarship to attend
the University of Sheffield, England. He graduated in 1968
with his M.B.Ch.B. and subsequently received his M.D.
from the same university. He returned to Singapore where
he completed his Master of Medicine in Obstetrics and
Gynecology at the University of Singapore. He received
numerous honors and awards during his training. After a
short stay in Melbourne, he moved to the United States and
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completed a year as Chief Resident at New York Hospital-
Cornell Medical Center before joining the Cornell University
Medical College as an Associate Professor. At Cornell he
met and married his colleague and friend, Dr. Firyal Sultana
Khan. He held academic positions at the University of
Ilinois, University of Texas (Houston), before serving as
Chair at Morehouse School of Medicine in Atlanta (2001).
In 2004, he became Chair at West Virginia University and
in 2007 became Chair of the Department of Obstetrics and
Gynecology at Baystate Medical center, an affiliate of Tufts
University. Dr. Dawood was a prolific author, with multiple
research interests, including the regulation of the primate
corpus luteum, physiology of oxytocin and prostaglandins,
biology of endometriosis, and menopause. He was a
respected teacher and mentor.
Yusoff was known for his sense of humor and his great
energy. His leisure time was spent as a dedicated spouse
and father and could often be found tending to his vegetable
garden. Dr. Dawood is survived by his wife of 30 years, Dr.
Firyal S. Khan, and his children, Fatimah, Fauzia, Firdaus,
and Hassan. Dr. Dawood will be missed by his family,
friends and many professional colleagues.

Guy M. Harbert Jr., MD, (Aug. 30, 2008)

Guy Morley Harbert, Jr., MD died Saturday, August 30,
2008. He was born December 19, 1929 in Fredericksburg,
Virginia and grew up in Galax, Virginia. He received his BA
degree in Experimental Psychology in 1952 and his MD in
1956 both from the University of Virginia. He completed an
internship in Internal Medicine in St. Louis, Missouri and then
served as an officer in the US Air Force at Donaldson Air
Force Base in South Carolina where he was a general medical
office and assigned to obstetrics and gynecology. Upon
completion of his service tour in the Air Force, Guy returned
to the University of Virginia where he completed four years
of residency training in obstetrics and gynecology followed
by a six-month period as a fellow in the Department. Guy
then joined the faculty and progressed through the academic
ranks becoming a professor in 1976 as well as the Director of
the Division of Maternal-Fetal Medicine. He likewise held
the Mamie A. Jessup and the John M. Nokes Endowed Chairs
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of obstetrics and gynecology. Guy often liked to brag that he was
a “triple Hoo,” having completed his undergraduate, graduate
and post graduate education at “THE University.” Guy retired in
1994 and became a professor emeritus. Dr. Harbert described his
profession as equal parts physician, teacher and researcher. As
a physician with over 8000 deliveries, his special interests and
expertise were in hypertension, diabetes, premature birth and other
high risk complications of pregnancy. As a teacher his goal was
to impart to his students his knowledge as a basis upon which
they could build. Guy had high expectations of his students,
residents and junior faculty and did not hesitate to communicate
that fact. Nonetheless they all knew that these expectations were
to encourage the maximal amount of individual growth and the
provision of excellent patient care. Dr. Harbert’s research interests
lay primarily in the arena of primate uterine physiology and he
held RO1 funding from the NIH for many years. He was highly
committed to these investigative efforts and was a regular presenter
at SGI, Society for Pediatric Research as well as the “No Name
Society.” He loved to debate the superiority of the rhesus versus
ovine model with his colleagues. He selflessly gave of his timeona
national level as a member of Human Embryology and Development
Study Section of the NIH, Executive Council member of the Perinatal
Research Society and SGI, or as an examiner for ABOG in general and
MFM subspecialty boards; he served all with distinction. Despite his
dedication to his profession, nothing made Guy happier than spending
time with and talking about his family. Our MFM signout rounds
frequently included discussions about family. He is survived by his
wife of 58 years, Peggy Simpson Harbert as well as his 3 children,
seven grandchildren and two step-granddaughters as well as his sister.
Guy was a consummate obstetrician-gynecologist, teacher, mentor
and investigator. Both of us consider ourselves fortunate that he was
our mentor, and that he was our friend.

Douglas M. Haynes, MD (July 25, 2007)

Douglas Martin Haynes died on July 25, 2006 at the age of
85. Born Jan. 25, 1922 in New York City, he was educated in
Europe, before returning for college, graduating from Southern
Methodist University in 1943 with BS and BA degrees. In
1946, he received his M.D. degree from the University of Texas
Southwestern Medical School. He completed an internship year
in pathology at Parkland Hospital and then served two years in
the US Army with the rank of 1st Lieutenant to Captain. He was
Chief of Pathology, Fourth Medical Lab, European Command,
Heidelberg, Germany. He returned to Parkland and completed
a residency in Obstetrics and Gynecology in 1952 and then
served on the faculty until 1955, when he accepted a position
of Associate Professor at the University of Louisville. Dr.
Haynes then served as Professor and Chair of the Obstetrics and
Gynecology department from 1957 to 1969. He then served as
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Dean of the University of Louisville Medical School from 1969
to 1972. In 1973-74, he served a sabbatical at the Queen Charlotte
Matermity Hospital and Chelsea Hospital for Women and also
the Royal Free Hospital and Medical School in London England.
In 1987, he retired as Professor Emeritus. Following retirement
from medicine, Dr. Haynes attended the Louisville Presbyterian
Theological Seminary where he received an MA in 1989 and a
ThM in 1994. He then served as Adjunct Professor of Biblical
Languages at the Seminary from 1994 to 1997.
Dr. Haynes was a major contributor to the medical literature. He
served as an Examiner for the American Board of Obstetrics and
Gynecology. Dr. Haynes was a member of many distinguished
professional organizations and served as the Vice-President of
the Central Association of Obstetricians and Gynecologists in
1976. He was a member of Phi Beta Kappa and Alpha Omega
Alpha. There is a Douglas Haynes endowed Lectureship named
in his honor at the University of Louisville. He was a member
of St. Matthews Episcopal Church. He was a highly respected
physician and educator. He is survived by his wife, the former
Elizabeth Burwell Johnson, two sons, Douglas Marshall and
Lewis Daniel, and one granddaughter.

John W.C. “Jack” Johnson Jr., MD (June 18, 2009)

John W.C. “Jack” Johnson Jr. died in Auburn, Maine on
June 18, 2009, at the age of 79. Jack was born in Clifton
Forge, Virginia on June 25, 1929. Jack graduated from
Virginia Military Institute in 1949, and the University of
Virginia Medical School in 1953. He serve an internship
at Cincinnati General Hospital and from 1954 to 1956 he
served in the US Army Medical Corps as a Captain of the
77th Special Forces Group (Airborne). Following one year
of residency in pathology at the University of Cincinnati,
Jack completed a residency in obstetrics and gynecology
at Case Western University in 1961. He then completed a
fellowship in respiratory physiology in 1964. He joined the
faculty of Johns Hopkins University. He served as the first
Director of the Division of MFM at Johns Hopkins from
1973 to 1981. He initiated a program of clinical excellence
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and research that set the standards for the modern era of MFM.
He was a meticulous investigator, passionate about outcomes,
research and randomized clinical trials. His appreciation for the
potential risks of chronic fetal glucocorticoid exposure, the value
of umbilical cord blood gas analysis, and the potential dangers
of maternal obesity were on his radar long before the science
supported his opinions. Following his tenure at Johns Hopkins,
he accepted a position at the University of Florida as the Harry
Prystowsky Professor from 1982 to 1999. In 1999, he became
a faculty inductee into Alpha Omega Alpha. Jack was a superb
clinician, researcher and educator, the proverbial “triple threat”
and always remained true to his principles, especially always put
patients welfare above all else. He served as a Residency Program
Director for many years. He was elected into the American
Association for the Advancement of Science, an honor received by
few ob-gyns. He was recognized with numerous teaching awards
including the J. Lee Dockery M.D. Teaching Cup. He served as
the President of the South Atlantic Association of Obstetricians
and Gynecologists in 2000. Jack was the quintessential “Southern
Gentleman”, always with a soft-spoken kind word and always
with the time to say it. He married Ann Bell, of Red Springs,
North Carolina, in 1953. They raised five children over fifty-four
years of marriage. He was predeceased by his wife, Ann and
their son, John Johnson, III. He is survived by four children,
Matt Johnson, Kelly Large, Tom Johnson and Beverly Johnson,
and eleven grandchildren. His legacy is a generation of MFM
physicians, many of them academic leaders of today. Well known
for his humor, gracious demeanor, and family devotion, he will
be greatly missed by all.

John M. Malone, Jr., MD (Jan. 25, 2009)

John M. Malone Jr. died on Jan. 25, 2009 at the age of 57
from an acute medical illness. A native of Detroit, John
was born June 12, 1951. A graduate of the University of
Detroit Jesuit High School and John Carroll University
(1973), Dr. Malone received his medical degree from
Wayne State University (1977), residency in Ob/Gyn at
Wayne State University/Hutzel Women’s Hospital (1977-
1981). His father, John M. Malone Sr., M.D., a well-
respected obstetrician-gynecologist, instilled in him a
strong interest in women’s health. After a brief tenure on
faculty he pursued a fellowship in gynecologic oncology at
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the University of Texas M.D. Anderson Cancer Center in
Houston (1986).
He was a former Chair of Obstetrics and Gynecology at
the Wayne State University School of Medicine (2001-
2007). During Dr. Malone’s tenure as Chair and under
his leadership, the department became home to the
Perinatology Research Branch of the National Institutes
of Health, which was ranked in the top two nationally in
terms of research expenditures. He was associate dean
for graduate medical education for many years and was
a strong supporter of Wayne State University/Detroit
Medical Center residency programs. Dr. Malone belonged
to several medical societies and was voted “Best Doctors in
America” several times, among other honors, including the
Frank P. Tacobell endowed professorship. Dr. Malone was
an avid outdoorsman who enjoyed hiking, snowshoeing,
snow skiing, sailing, water sports and salmon fishing in
Lake Michigan. He had a summer home at Big Platte
Lake in Northern Michigan. He was also an avid reader
of history and thoroughly enjoyed Christmas. He was
known to set up his award-winning Christmas light display
in November. He is survived by his father, John Malone
Sr., M.D.; his former wife of 26 years, Mary: sons, John
III and Austin and four brothers and three sisters. While
John demonstrated great academic productivity, his best
years were before him. His death is a great loss to our
discipline.

Luigi M. Mastroianni, Jr., MD (Nov. 25, 2008)

Luigi Mastroianni, Jr., M.D. died on November 25, 2008
at the age of 83. An internationally recognized pioneer in
reproductive medicine, he received his medical degree from
Boston University. He completed his internship and residency
in obstetrics and gynecology at Metropolitan Hospital in New
York, followed by a fellowship in fertility and endocrinology
at the Harvard Medical School and the Free Hospital for
Women in Boston. As an instructor and assistant professor
at Yale’s School of Medicine he began his research on
the basic physiology of the rabbit and monkey oviduct by
characterizing its metabolism and the nature and timing of its
secretions, processes critical to successful conception. After
five years at Yale he was appointed professor of obstetrics and
gynecology at UCLA and chief at Harbor Hospital. In 1965,
he was appointed the William Goodell Professor and chairman
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of the Department of Obstetrics and Gynecology at the University
of Pennsylvania. During his tenure as chair, he established the
Divisions of Reproductive Biology and Human Reproduction,
examples of his commitment to translating basic knowledge
into clinical care. Through these initiatives and the training and
recruitment of promising young physicians and scientists he
built one of the most productive research programs in women’s
health. Luigi was present during historical moments in the field of
human reproduction. As a research fellow with Dr. John Rock he
worked on the early development of the birth control pill. He and
his colleagues helped to advance the field of in vitro fertilization
through their research and he performed the first successful human
in vitro fertilization in the greater Philadelphia region. In 1989, Dr.
Mastroianni shared the King Faisal International Prize in Medicine
with Dr. Robert Edwards of Cambridge University. In 1993, he
was inducted into the Institute of Medicine of the National Academy
of Sciences. Other honors include the Distinguished Service
Award by the Society for the Study of Reproduction, the Lindback
award for distinguished teaching, Career Achievement Award
of the Association of Professors of Obstetrics and Gynecology,
Distinguished Scientist Award from the Society for Gynecologic
Investigation and the Ortho Medal from the American Society for the
Study of Sterility. He served as president of the ASRM, and editor-
in-chief of the society’s journal, Fertility & Sterility and as Vice
President of AGOS. He was appointed to the Board of Scientific
Counselors of the National Institute of Child Health and Human
Development of the NIH. Luigi was an eloquent advocate for
women’s reproductive rights. Thanks, in part, to his efforts, public
awareness of reproductive health issues greatly increased. Luigi
was one of the true giants in obstetrics and gynecology and we
will all remember him for his encouraging words, his generosity,
fairness, kindness, compassion, enthusiasm, and dedication.

Charles Price McCartney, MD (Oct. 8, 2006)

Charles Price McCartney died in Wheaton, Illinois on Oct.
8, 2006 at the age of 94. He was born in Barnesville, Ohio,
August 18, 1912. He graduated from the University of
Chicago in 1942 with a BS and in 1943 with and MD. He
completed his internship at the University of Chicago Clinics
in 1943 and the served as a Major in the U.S. Army Medical
Corps during World War II. He returned and completed his
residency in Obstetrics and Gynecology at the University of
Chicago Clinics (1947-50). He then joined the faculty of the
University of Chicago Medical School and became a Professor
in 1960. He held the Mary Campeau Ryerson Professorship
from 1967 to 1971, when he became a Clinical Professor of
Obstetrics and Gynecology at the University of Illinois. He
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retired from medicine as Professor Emeritus in 1980. During
his career he served as an attending at Chicago Lying —In
Hospital. He was a member of the Cook County Committee
for Maternal Welfare. Dr. McCartney held a number of
regional leadership positions. He served as the President of
the Chicago Gynecologic Society in 1967 and as President and
Chairman of the Board of Trustees of the Chicago Medical
Society in 1973 (circa above photo). He was Chairman of the
Illinois Section of the American College of Obstetricians and
Gynecologists in 1965. He was also a member of the Central
Association of Obstetricians and Gynecologists.
Charles met his future wife, Phyllis, at Montana State College
in Havre North, Montana. After retirement, he and his wife,
enjoyed travel and playing bridge. They were serious bridge
players, competing for Masters Points. In 1988, they moved to
Big Fork Montana, where Phyllis had relatives. They returned
to St. Charles, Illinois in 1992 to be closer to their daughters
and grandchildren. Dr. McCartney is survived by his wife of
66 years, Phyllis (Graybill), two daughters, Marilyn and Ann
and grandchildren Lauren and Douglas Webbies.

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Allan G. Rosenfield, MD (Oct 12, 2008)
Dr. Allan Rosenfield, Dean Emeritus and DeLamar Professor,
Mailman School of Public Health, Columbia University, died on
October 12, 2008. Dr. Rosenfield dedicated his career to fighting
for the health and well being of the world’s most vulnerable
populations with an unwavering commitment to sexual and
reproductive health. Dr. Rosenfield is inter-nationally recognized
for his innovative public health work, especially strategies to
address maternal mortality and the HIV/AIDS pandemic. He led
the movement to focus on the pregnant women herself, rather than
as a means for ensuring child health; and he was among the first
to call for methods of decreasing mother-to-child transmission of
HIV that would also provide ongoing treatment for mothers. After
graduating from Columbia University College of Physicians and
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Surgeons, he returned to Boston for an internship and one year of
general surgical residency. After two years in the U.S. Air Force,
he entered the obstetrics and gynecology residency program at
what is now Brigham and Women’s Hospital. The path that led
him to be called “doctor to millions” started when he was stationed
in South Korea and an interest in underserved populations was
sparked. He found work abroad and took teaching assignment
in a new medical school in Nigeria, taking his new wife Claire.
Dr. Rosenfield worked in Nigeria as an obstetrician and, later, as
Population Council Representative in Thailand, where he helped
revolutionize the delivery of family planning services. He joined
Columbia University in 1975 as the founding director of the Center
for Population and Family Health and director for ambulatory care
for the Department of Obstetrics and Gynecology. He served as
acting chair of the Department of Obstetrics and Gynecology for
two years. Dr. Rosenfield became Dean of the Mailman School
of Public Health in 1986. He was the longest serving dean of any
school of public health in the nation. Public health started as a
program in the medical school, but Dean Rosenfield contributed in
significant ways to the program becoming a full-fledged Faculty of
Public Health. In 1999, the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation gave
the Mailman School $50 million to create the Averting Maternal
Death and Disability Program, to support motherhood initiatives in
more than 50 countries. He received numerous honors and awards,
including from the Government of Thailand, the international
Federation of Ob/Gyn, APHA’s Martha May Elliott and Charles
Shultz Awards, NY Academy of Medicine Steve Smith Award,
PPF of America Margaret Sanger Award, Doctors of the World
Health and Human Rights Leadership Award, and many others.
Dr. Rosenfield was an extraordinary physician and friend. He will
forever occupy a singular place in the lives he touched and those
fortunate enough to have known him cherish the memories.

Samuel Solomon, OC, MSc, PhD (Dec 13,
2008)

Samuel Solomon died on Dec. 13, 2008, at the age of
83. Born in Brest-Litovsk, Poland in 1925, Dr. Solomon
immigrated with his family to Canada in 1935. He attended
McGill University and received undergraduate and doctoral
degrees before joining the faculty at Columbia University
as an Assistant Professor in 1955. In 1960, Dr. Solomon
returned to McGill University as an associate professor
and then professor in the Departments of Medicine,
Obstetrics and Gynecology and Biochemistry. From 1965
to 1982, Dr. Solomon headed the Division of Experimental
Medicine. Dr. Solomon’s research was in the field of steroid
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biochemistry, with a focus on the fundamental molecular
signaling in early development. In the 1960’s Dr. Solomon
described how the placenta makes critical steroids that
guide fetal development and fetal lung development. In
the 1980°s and 1990’s, Dr. Solomon and others researched
the mechanisms of how key endocrine peptides, such as
ACTH, are processed and impact growth, development and
control of the immune system. His expertise as a researcher
and passion as a teacher led to major innovations in the new
field of molecular endocrinology and development. His
work in this area led to multiple international awards and
recognitions, including membership in the Royal Society
of Canada, which awarded him the McLaughlin Medal.
In 1997, he was inducted as an Officer of the Order of
Canada. His expertise in an area discussed at great length
at the present time, the abuse of steroids in sport, resulted
in him being invited to share his expertise as a member of
the Dublin Commission, in 1989. In 1995, Dr. Solomon
was named Professor Emeritus.

In retirement, he and his wife enjoyed life in the Eastern
Townships, where he became an enthusiastic gardener and
he came to love the area and its people. He is survived by
his wife of 34 years, Dusty Vineberg Solomon, a retired
journalist. He is also survived by three sons from his
previous marriage to Sheila Horn Bisaillon, Dr. David
Solomon (Lucy Solimar) of Copenhagen, Denmark and
New York City, Dr. Peter Solomon (Anne Gillespie) of
Chelsea, Quebec, and Jonathan Solomon (Melissa Johnson)
of Ottawa, and five grandchildren.

Frederick P. Zuspan, MD (June 7, 2009)
Fredrick P. Zuspan M.D., distinguished leader, researcher and
clinician in obstetrics and gynecology died peacefully at home
on 7th June 2009. Fred grew up in a small town in central Ohio,
Richwood, where he excelled in academics and sports. He
entered Ohio State University determined to be an engineer but
following World War II, where he was a Marine fighter pilot.
He graduated from Ohio State University School of Medicine
in 1951, with honors. His obstetrics and gynecology training
included three years at Ohio State and two years at Case Western
Reserve. The next three years were spent working at a United
Mine Workers Hospital in McDowell, Kentucky to repay loans
incurred in training. Fred then returned to Case Western Reserve
as an Oglebay Fellow where he developed a strong laboratory
studying the metabolic aspects of preeclampsia. Withintwo years

he became Chair of the Department of Obstetrics and Gynecology at
the The Medical College of Georgia. He remained in Georgia until
1966 when he became the Joseph Bolivar DeLee Chair of Obstetrics
and Gynecology at the University of Chicago. In 1975 Fred’s alma
mater called and he returned to Ohio State as Chair of Obstetrics
and Gynecology remaining there until he retired in 2001. Fred made
many significant contributions to the specialty during his academic
lifetime. He was proud of the many young people that he trained for
both academic and practice careers. He gave generously of his time,
training them in research, clinical medicine and most importantly
how to be honest, empathetic and true physicians. Fred was one of
the pioneers in the development of the sub specialty, Maternal Fetal
Medicine. He was one of the originators of the journal Reproductive
Medicine and served for over 30 years as an editor of AJOG where
he worked tirelessly to make a better journal for its readers. Fred was
the President of this society as well as APGO. Fred had a strong
interest in research starting in residency. His first paper was about
preeclampsia and though he authored over 240 papers in peer review
journals, his primary interest remained hypertensive diseases in
pregnancy. Fred and his team in Georgia established the current first
line therapy in preeclampsia and eclampsia, intravenous magnesium
sulfate. Fred also did pioneering work on the role of epinephrine and
norepinephrine in hypertensive diseases during pregnancy.
Fred met his wife, Jane Cox, at Ohio State. They were married during
World War Two and had three children Mark, Kathy and Bethany.
Mark is probably responsible for one of Fred’s primary avocations,
golf. There are few people I know who enjoyed golf more than Fred
and all those who played the game with him enjoyed it also.
The specialty has lost one of its greats and I personally have lost a
best friend of 60 years.
